As you are aware, your child is participating in the Duke of Edinburgh Bronze Award this year.  As part of this programme, students are required to take part in an expedition. Your child has already completed, or is very close to completing, their physical, skill and volunteering sections which means they qualify to take part in the expedition phase of the award. The expedition is set to take place on Thursday 26th March and Friday 27th March 2026. 

The expedition will take the form of a walk, camping overnight and a second walk on day two.  Students will perform map reading and camping craft skills. As part of the expedition, students are expected to carry all food, clothing, and equipment themselves.  Please be aware that staff will regularly check in with the student groups along the route, however, the students are expected to complete the expedition in a student-led group.  

Students will be issued with a rucksack, tent, sleeping bag, gas and a stove, kettle and cooking/eating utensils. The only thing you need to make sure they have are correct clothes, waterproofs and the food they need.

All students will need to bring their own lunch items for both days.
