Progress Test report for English and Maths 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Please find attached your individualised child’s report for Progress Tests in English and Maths completed at the end of Year 9 in July 2025.
The Progress Tests in English (PTE) and Maths (PTM) are national tests designed to assess each student’s attainment in English and Maths.  Students sit an ‘in’ paper for English and Maths at the start of Year 7 and they sit an ‘out’ paper at the end of Year 9.  This allows us to measure the progress they have made over time and support their next steps in their learning journey at Grace Academy in order to maximise their Limitless Potential. 
The Progress Tests give teachers useful information and the results can help teachers to:
· identify students who need additional support or extension work;
· identify patterns of performance and areas for development for the whole class; 
· compare students with others in the same age group nationally; 
· compare a student’s progress from one year to the next; 
· measure a student's baseline, progress and effectiveness of interventions or knowledge retained.
Following the analysis of these results, we will be meeting individually with any students who we feel have not made expected progress since Year 7 and, where appropriate, additional support will be offered.
