	Why this? Why now?

	Year 7
	[bookmark: _heading=h.gjdgxs]Year 7 will complete their study of the changes to Medieval Kings, focussing on the challenges to power that Medieval monarchs faced from the Church, the people and the nobles. 

Year 7 will also study the Tudor Monarchs and explore the reigns of the key Tudor rulers – Henry and Elizabeth and the key facts about their reigns.  
	This completes a unit of work started previously. This unit seeks to focus ideas of Kingship and power in the Middle Ages, as well as the importance of religion and the Church

This unit explores how the power of the monarchy reached its peak under Henry, with the power of the Church being reduced and then traces the challenges faced by Elizabeth. They will also explore how the Renaissance and Reformation impacted England. This allows students to have an overview of the changes to England from the Roman period through to the end start of the Early Modern period of English history and sets the scene for Year 8. 


	Year 8
	
Year 8 will study World War One. They will the causes, events and consequences of this war for the world and for Britain and its Empire. They will again apply their developing source and interpretation skills and look at the causes of WWI. They will
	This unit follows naturally from our previous units that looked at the Industrial Revolution and the fight for women to have the vote.  

Students will then explore WWI, with their knowledge of the context of the British Empire. WWI will develop the skills of writing to explain causation and to interpret a range of sources, building on their early work. Their understanding of important concepts such as nationalism and events like the Treaty of Versailles will allow them to engage with complex ideas in Year 9 fluently. 

	Year 9
	
Year 9  will then focus on the Cold War, with an overview of the ideologies, certain key events with the aim of developing an understanding of how the Cold War shaped the modern world. 

Year 9 will also undertake a short unit that will look at social and moral change in the UK and the US, focusing on the shifting attitudes to those from ethnic minorities or of different sexual orientations. 
	This will allow students to draw links between events in the past and explore their differences and similarities to modern world issues. 

The Cold War will allow students to revisit the end of WWII and complete the story as to how conflict between powers has shaped the modern world. They will be able to apply their interpretation and source skills to the new topics and will understanding the important concepts of Capitalism and Communism. 

The students will finish by exploring the struggles of minority groups even within democratic societies, and explore how they challenged these issues. 

	Year 10
	Will continue to study Weimar and Nazi Germany. They will focus on the struggles of the Early Weimar Republic and its eventually recovery. 

Students will then follow the second and third units of the topic, which explore the early, unsuccessful years of the NSDAP and how Hitler was able to become the leader of Germany and establish a brutal dictatorship. They will explore sources and interpretations to explain the past and will be explain how and why changes happened. 
	Students will have a chronological understanding of the events that led to the Nazi dictatorship within Germany. 
Students will then be able to understanding sources in their context and be able to infer from them and judge their usefulness. 
Using their broad contextual knowledge, students will also be able to comprehend, compare and make conclusions about different interpretations of the past.
