	Why this? Why now?

	Year 7
	World Music 
	This term, year 7 will be exploring different music from around the world. The students will explore Indonesian Gamelan Music, Brazilian Samba music, and Jamaican Reggae Music. When exploring these styles of music, students will use a variety of instruments, including percussion, drums and keyboard. Students will be building on their Keyboard Skills that they learnt in Term 2, as well as using their knowledge of Music Theory. By the end of this unit, students will be able to perform a piece of music from a different culture. Students will be assessed on their performing skills and their knowledge of world music. 

	Year 8
	Musical Theatre 
	This term, Year 8 will explore the genre of Musical Theatre. Within this unit, students will explore the musicals ‘West Side Story’, ‘The Lion King’ and ‘Dear Evan Hansen’. They will look at the social historical context of these musicals, as well as learning to sing and play some of the iconic songs. Students will be utilising their singing techniques learnt in Year 7, as well as their Keyboard skills learnt in Term 1. Students will be applying these skills to the genre of Musical Theatre. This has links to their learning in drama, building on their knowledge of Musical Theatre, which they explored whilst looking at the text ‘Bugsy Malone’. At the end of this unit, students will be assessed in performing a song from one chosen musical, either singing or on the keyboard, as well as being assessed on their knowledge of the genre of musical theatre. 

	Year 9
	Film Music
	This term, Year 9 will be exploring music for film and TV. The unit is divided into two parts - analysis and composition. The first part will involve exploring the history of film music from 1930 to the present day and analyzing different techniques used by film composers to write effective music for screen (such as character motifs, ostinatos and special sound effects), focusing specifically on examples from scores by John Williams and Hans Zimmer. The second part will give students the opportunity to apply the techniques they looked at in Part One to try writing their own music to a short film extract on BandLab, a music-creating software they looked at last term. At the end of this unit, students will be assessed on their knowledge of key film scores throughout history and present a complete film score of their own composition lasting up to a minute.
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
